Joseph Haydn — Quintet

Quintet is a composition written by Joseph Haydn for
a woodwind quintet composed for flute, oboe, clarinet,
horn, and bassoon. This piece is from the classical era, and
fits the style perfectly for a chamber group. During certain
spots in the piece, the quintet plays in unison for effect. The
ending is very grand and majestic.

Frangois Borne — "Carmen" Fantasy

To create the “Carmen” Fantasy, Francois Borne takes
the most popular themes of Georges Bizet’s opera Carmen
and weaves them into a composition rich with variation and
technical brilliancy which captures the spirit and character
of the opera.

Most recognizable is the Habafiera, both smolder-
ing and playful in character. It is followed by two varia-
tions that surround the thematic material with a sea of
notes and scales, but still evoke the mysterious feel of the
initial theme. Similar treatment is given to the Chanson
Boheme and Toreador March, which serves as a fitting
and brilliant finale,

NOTES ON THE PROGRAM

Gerard Grognet — Un Matin L’Osieau

This is a French piece for flute solo written by Gerard
Grognet. When translated into English, the title of the piece
means “The Afternoon of the Birds”. It was published in
1996. This composition has four sections, which switch be-
tween free and metered sections.

Joseph Haydn — Concerto in D major

Joseph Haydn was born on March 31st or April 1st,
1732 and lived until May 31,1809. He was a leading Austrian
composer of the Classical period, called the "Father of the
Symphony" and "Father of the String Quartet". Although he is
still often called "Franz Joseph Haydn", the name "Franz" was
not used in the composer's lifetime. Scholars, along with an
increasing number of music publishers and recording
companies, now use the historically more accurate form of
his name, rendered in English as "Joseph Haydn". A life-long
resident of Austria, Haydn spent most of his career as a court
musician for the wealthy Eszterhdzy family on their remote
estate. Being isolated from other composers and trends in
music until the later part of his long life, he was, as he put it,
"forced to become original.”

Concerto in D major is divided into three movements.
The first movement is moderately fast, the second move-
ment is slow, and the last movement is fast. Throughout
the concerto, the rhythms are very strict and switch be-
tween duple and triple rhythms.
