An interview may be requested, but may be conducted by phone if necessary.

Work experience, publications, or special recommendations may compensate for relative
weaknesses in other qualifications.

(Note: For the HFAC program ONLY, these criteria may be waived or modified, on a case-by-
case basis, for engineers, computer scientists, or other non-traditional applicants.)

Only the aptitude scores are
required, but scores for the Advanced Test in Psychology may also be submitted.

e Optional writing sample. Applicants may submit a writing sample from academic papers,

publications, and professional reports.
