
              George Mason University- Department  of Modern and Classical Languages-  Syllabus for Span 115- Spring 2010
The Basic Spanish Program consists of the introductory (1st semester) and intermediate (2nd semester) Spanish course. You will develop the basic listening, speaking, reading and writing skills and will be introduced to the cultures of the Spanish-speaking world. 

What is expected. Classes will be conducted in Spanish. Grammar questions will be cleared up during the first 5 minutes of the class. Students will frequently be asked to work in pairs or small groups, and you are expected to make every attempt to communicate in Spanish. Students absent on any given day will receive a zero grade for participation for that day, and it is their responsibility to find out assignments from a classmate. You are required to do all the assignments listed under “after class” in your Course calendar on daily basis. Please print a copy from:  http://www.gmu.edu/depts/fld/basic/syllabi.At your instructor discretion, a few students at random will be asked to turn in the assignments for that particular day. It is recommended that students spend approx. 2-3 hours of preparation outside of class. No make-up homework or exams will be given. The lowest homework grade will be dropped at the end of the semester. In order to avoid interruptions, please turn off all cell phones and pagers before entering class.

Placement. If you have studied Spanish in high school (2+ yrs), you must take the placement test regardless of how long ago this took place. The only exception is for students enrolling  in Span 105 AND have not learned the language outside of the classroom.

ASSIGNMENTS: Check the Course Plan online. 1.Online Homework . Students will submit workbook assignments via www.ILRN Heinle.com on the due dates.2. Written assignments: a)Turn in typed and double-spaced the written compositions on the due dates with a word count. If you are absent, please email your assignments to the instructor before class time, and then submit a printed copy upon returning to class. 3.Oral presentations. There will be a total of two  role-plays (2-3 students) per group. A list of sample topics will  be provided. No notes are permitted. After each presentation, students are supposed to ask questions to the group that presented. No filmed presentations.
