Marking Your Property
Engrave property with the letters VA and the last four numbers of your social security number or Virginia Drivers License Number or GMU ID number. 
Record serial numbers and store them in a safe place. Consider emailing serial numbers to yourself so they can be retrieved from anywhere.

Photograph and/or video your personal property and store these photos or tapes with the serial numbers.
Credit Cards
Record credit card numbers and store them in a safe place for easy recall in case of theft. 
Computers: Laptop Computers are often stolen. Never leave your laptop unattended! Record the serial numbers and keep them in a safe place. Consider using tracing software and computer locks. Engrave laptop and desktop computers with an easily remembered number. GMU Police have engravers at Police Headquarters in Lot C.
Theft from Auto: Most thefts from autos are from unlocked vehicles. Always lock your vehicle! Keep valuables out of sight and consider using anti-theft or auto alarms.
Report: Report all thefts, no matter how minor they may seem. Police look for patterns to identify problems and solve crimes.
