· How the different states can be tracked
· Can use percentages (each state is a portion of the whole population)

· This is easier to implement, but not as accurate or realistic

· Can use absolute (whole) numbers so that availability issues are accounted for (e.g. available vaccinations and hospital beds)

· Example – look at treatment as # per day

· More difficult to implement, but likely necessary
· The whole numbers can be reported as a percentage later

· Need to include time lag for vaccination of emergency response and medical personnel (unless assumed all are already vaccinated)
· Requires a time lag parameter

· May require dividing the population between health care and non-health care

· Discussion of assumptions
· Quarantine and vaccination/treatment using the “ring” concept

· Isolation of confirmed and suspected cases with vaccination and quarantine of contacts traced to these cases

· Vaccinating and monitoring a “ring” of people around each case protects those at greatest risk and creates a buffer of immune individuals to prevent disease spread

· All other quarantine is voluntary confinement

· All emergency response and medical staff are already vaccinated if one is available
· Treatments are available for recovering those that receive it within a reasonable timeframe

· Everyone in quarantine without symptoms receives vaccination

· Those showing symptoms do not receive vaccination since it would be ineffective (treatment only)
